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Champagne Powder
Skiing at Steamboat

My companion [and friend]
John Melville and I just came
back from a week’s worth of
wondrous skiing at Steamboat,
Colorado. Our trip was
sponsored by the L.A. Council
of Ski Clubs and I would like
to thank them for not only
their financial support but also
for their “adopting” John and I
for a week and encouraging us
to participate in their activities
and making us feel at home
despite not being surrounded
by a group of Unrecables as in
the last several L.A. Council Ski
Weeks.

The Accommodations—

We knew going in that the
accommodations would not be
the best for a wheelchair user, but
fortunately I can walk a little, I
kept my eyes on the bottom line
[skiing a week at Steamboat], and
made the best of it.

Every night John unfolded the
sofa sleeper while I took the
bed closest to the bathroom.
Since my chair would not fit
through the doorway to the
bathroom [or even in the

hallway to get there], I had to
hold onto various counters and
other objects and make my way
there very carefully.

Getting around our room was
dicey at best for me and while
our hotel was ski in ski out [for
most people], it also had a
flight of stairs before the slopes.

The Skiing—

The week started slowly, the
runs being somewhat icy and
crusty, us not knowing where
all the ramps and elevators
were, the transportation being
spotty, etc.

Then near the end of the
second day the heavens opened
up. It snowed on and off for
the next two days. Twelve
inches at the base and more up
higher on the mountain.
Nothing like a little
“Champagne powder” to
change one’s attitude.

The Springs—

John and I took the next day
off, went into town, did some
shopping and picked up a few
needed items and spent a few
soothing hours at a local hot
springs [which is how
Steamboat originally got it’s
name, there are several
geothermal springs in the area].

The latter half of the week got
decisively better. We found the
ramps and elevators, figured
out the transportation, partici-
pated in several Ski Week

activities and we became more

involved with the Singles Ski
Club (who “adopted” us for the

week).

We even asked for and got a
loaner wheelchair at the Bear
River Bar & Grill where LAC
had an “on the mountain”
lunch [which I was able to ski
to, the chair hadn’t been asked
for in 3 years] and of course,
the main reason that we were
there — the wonderful
“Champagne” snow.

The Mountain—

Steamboat is a real skiers
mountain, with many runs for
all ability levels, and T was
tremendously impressed with
their abundance and variety of
terrain!

To those of you who were
aware of the fact that I just
undergone hand surgery or had
seen my right hand recently
sporting a cast, I undertook this
trip with the approval of my
surgeon with the cravat that I
had to wear 2 braces [one on
my wrist and another on my
thumb joint]. This was
accomplished by wearing a
glove liner under the braces and
a baggy nylon overmitt over all
the hardware.

I am very pleased to report that
after my last run, on the last
day, when I finally got back to
my wheelchair, I breathed a
huge sigh of relief — I got

Teen Charged in Ski Death—

A 16-year-old snowboarder was
charged with manslaughter
February 25, 2005 following a
fatal collision with a 28-year-
old woman at Jackson Hole
Mountain Resort.

The crash occurred just after 11
AM on February 24, 2005 near
the bottom of Laramie Bowl,
an intermediate run on the
upper part of Rendezvous
Mountain.

The snowboarder was moving
very fast and hit the woman,
who was skiing slowly.
Witnesses said that the snow-
boarder made no attempt to
avoid the skier even though
there was ample room to do so.

The woman, who was not
wearing a helmet, immediately
lost consciousness. She suffered
numerous internal injuries, and
a significant head injury which
was cited as the preliminary
cause of death.

The snowboarder, who was
wearing a helmet, had only
minor injuries. He was charged

with manslaughter under
Section B of the state statute
for "involuntarily but
recklessly” killing someone.
He was also charged with
reckless endangerment.

The manslaughter charge
carries a maximum penalty of
20 years imprisonment.
Endangerment carries a
maximum one-year jail pen

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Safety, Health & Fitness Tips

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The Helmet Debate Continues—

Just a few years ago, a non-racer
wearing a helmet on the slopes was
about as rare as a snowboarder in
Taos. Today, helmeted skiers can be
seen at every resort in the world.
Helmet sales are doubling every year,
with more than 500,000 sold in 2004.

But even with helmets flying off store
shelves, the percentage of skiers and
boarders wearing helmets remains
small. The estimates are
around 5%. For many non-
helmeted snowsliders the
question remains: Is the
risk of head injury high
enough to warrant
wearing a helmet?
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Ski-industry officials have
long been preaching the
message that skiing is
relatively safe. The odds
of death or serious
injury from skiing or
boarding are less than
two in a million, according to
the National Ski Areas Association.

However, snowsliding still puts your
head at risk. Each year, about 15,000
skiers/ boarders leave the slopes with
head injuries [any damage from the
neck up], which account for 14% of
all snowsliding injuries.

The risk may be higher for some. If
you're an experienced male slider
between the ages of 15 and 30 who
likes to cruise near the edges of
intermediate trails, watch out.
Statistics suggest that this
demographic group, known for high-
risk behavior, takes more than 70%
of on-slope knocks to the head.

When head banging occurs, helmets
can do a lot to lessen the damage. It
is estimated that nearly half of the

injuries studied occurred to an area
of the head that would have been
protected if the victim had been
wearing a helmet.

Some people are convinced that
helmets dramatically reduced the
severity of injury. But there are
situations in which a helmet won't
make a difference. For instance, if
you go headfirst into a tree at 20
mph, a helmet isn't going to help .

But wearing a helmet can have the
opposite effect, giving sliders a
false sense of security and causing
them to ride more recklessly.
Another concern has been the
increased possibility of a neck
injury, especially for kids.

The bottom line is that wearing a
helmet is a personal choice and
there really is no compelling reason
not to wear one. [J

your diet to higher altitude will help keep energy levels up and can also
help fend off altitude sickness.

Water is the first step to winning this battle, because breathing at
altitude expends more moisture than breathing at sea level.

Your metabolic rate speeds up to increase your oxygen intake, and so
you need more fuel to maintain the faster pace.

Carbohydrates are the key to sustaining your energy levels at elevation,

because you burn carbs instead of fats in order to dissolve more oxygen
into the bloodstream. [J

’ Far West Flight Charter Program—

The story of the fabulously successful Far West
Charter flights goes back a few years before the
first Far West Charter in 1958. The very first
attempt to charter flights within the Far West
region began with the Grindelwald Ski Club in
Los Angeles. Grindelwald, founded in 1949, had
a unique honorary exchange program with the
Swiss Ski Klub Grindelwald. They were familiar
with Switzerland, had skied the alps, and knew
where to find all the good skiing. Spearheaded by
Sutter Kunkel, it took just a couple of years to get
the Charter Flight Program off the ground.

The FWSA Flight Charter Program began with
one flight from Los Angeles to Zurich and Paris in
1958. By 1964, FWSA had ten charters leaving
from Los Angeles and San Francisco to
Switzerland, Germany and France. The program
continued to grow as flights were added to South
America and New Zealand in the summer and
domestic flights in the winter. This program
continued until the early 80s. In 1962, FWSA
used the proceeds from previous flights to send
seven junior racers, with their coach Dave
McCoy, to Europe on one of the charter flights.
This opportunity allowed these young racers to
ski in Europe and get a taste of international
racing,.

Packmg Olympic Slopes 1960 Olympics—

The fact that Squaw Valley was awarded the
1960 Winter Olympics in Squaw Valley was
an amazing feat. Andrew Hauk served as Vice
Chairman of the California Olympic

Commission which supervised the spending of
$8,990,000 appropriated by the State of
California for acquiring and constructing all of
the major facilities required for the staging of
the games. Gene Williams, Far West Chairman
of the National Ski Patrol System, proposed that
NSPS patrol for these winter Olympics. Backed
by the Far West Ski Association, this Olympics
was the first time the games were covered by a
volunteer ski patrol. The Olympic Ski Patrol
(OSP) was made up of 48 men and 3 women.
The volunteers were led by Emil “Chris”
Christensen of Pasadena, CA. Bud Mills, who
founded the Far West Avalanche Program, was
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patrol leader of the OSP avalanche detail.

Thousands of new California skiers joined the
ranks and in 1966, FWSA implemented bylaw
changes at its Las Vegas Convention, enabling the
organization to expand its professional staff and
develop a broad spectrum of programs attractive to
recreational skiers. The Association developed a
marketing approach, which proved very successful
in attracting more members. These included; club
and league racing, membership benefits, a
newspaper, public affairs programs, insurance, and
travel vacation ski weeks.

The Beginning of Councils—

Councils began forming in the late 1940’s. In late
1947, the Bay Area Ski Federation was organized
“For the welfare of Bay Area Skiers “ and voted to
join Far West as the Bay Area Council of FWSA in
1961. Southern Council of the Far West Ski
Association existed as early as 1948 and was made up
of the 4th district of the CSA. FWSA recognized a
Central and a San Diego Council in the 1960s. Club
racing leagues began formally in Southern California
in 1964 with Rokka and Southeast Leagues.

Bringing the purposes of the councils and the
regional association more into alignment began
with Southern Council in 1969. The Southern
Council began to regard itself as a district arm and
promoted the programs of the FWSA, even creating
council positions mirroring the program positions
at the regional level. This resulted in a synergistic
benefit to both council and region.

In the 70s strenuous but ultimately unsuccessful
attempts were made to bring in councils in Arizona
and Sacramento and the Tahoe-Reno area, the latter
as the Sierra (Nevada) Council. An unanticipated
result was the spinoff from Southern Council (later
to be renamed Los Angeles Council) of the Inland
and Orange Councils in 1971. Southern was a
huge council, including over 60 clubs meeting as
far east as San Bernardino, south to cover Orange
County, and north to Santa Barbara and even
Mammoth Mountain! The devolution made it
easier for club representatives to make it to
meetings and do useful work. [J
